SPRING 2021 CHECKLIST

] Flowering Red Maples

[J Skunk Cabbage emerging in wetlands. Their
unpleasant odor will attract pollinators such as flies
and beetles

[J Shadbush (or Serviceberry) white blossoms in wet
woodlands

Trillium blooming on the forest floor

Ferns unfurling “fiddleheads”

Large pink blooms of the lady slipper orchid
Bumblebee queens flying in a zigzag pattern

Odoofd

Mourning cloak butterflies

[J Tom turkeys gobbling and displaying. They will fan
their tails and drag their wings while they strut back
and forth. Hens will be close by and possibly hidden
from view

[J Tree swallows as they scout for nest boxes and tree
cavities

[0 American Woodcock’s in their nuptial flights. Listen
for their distinctive “peee-nt” call and whistle of
wing tips around fields and forest edges at dusk.

[0 Ruby-throated hummingbirds feeding from sap
wells made by Yellow-bellied Sapsuckers in late
April. Put up a hummingbird feeder if you like their
company.

[J Black-capped Chickadees will sing their sweet fee-
bee fee-bee call as they prepare for nesting season.

[J Mourning Doves cooing from a perch.

[J Listen for Gray Catbird’s feline-like meowing
